1. Shows street where Annie Harper was born in 1874

2. Shows the street where Annie lived with her sister Mary Ann (Harper) Allen prior to her marriage. This
address was given on Annie’ marriage certificate.

3. Shows Plough Street where St Barnabus Church is located. This is the Church Annie Harper and Harry
Brown were married in 1896

4. Shows Rotherhithe New Road where Annie’s son Harry Brown (Jr) was born in 1897 according to his
birth certificate

5. 1901 Census address of Mary E Harper (mother of Annie & Mary Ann) and two of her other children
Emma (1882) and Kate (1885)
